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1.1 Program derivation 
 

 

The W3 Call Area SOTA awards program is based upon, and conducted in accordance with, 
the generalized SOTA program and its associated local variants. 

 
Qualification for inclusion in the W3 SOTA program is the standard for all SOTA associations.  
Summits are qualified on the basis of prominence, their height above surrounding terrain, 
which must be a minimum of 500 ft.  Summit scoring is based upon the summit’s height 
above sea level.  Participants in the program must meet the qualifications as stated in the 
SOTA General Rules. 

 
 

1.2 General information 
 

 

The W3 SOTA association covers summits within US call area 3, that includes the States 
of Pennsylvania, Maryland and Delaware. 
 
Pennsylvania's nickname, the Keystone State, derives from the fact that the state forms a 
geographic bridge both between the Northeastern states and the Southern states, and 
between the Atlantic seaboard and the Midwest. It even has a toehold on the Great Lakes. 
It is bordered on the north and northeast by New York; on the east, across the Delaware 
River by New Jersey; on the south by Delaware, Maryland, and West Virginia; on the west 
by Ohio; and on the northwest by Lake Erie. It has a short border on Lake Erie with 
Canada. The Delaware, Susquehanna, Monongahela, Allegheny, and Ohio Rivers are the 
major rivers of the state. The Youghiogheny River and Oil Creek are smaller rivers which 
have played an important role in the development of the state. It is one of the thirteen U.S. 
States that share a border with Canada. 
 
Maryland possesses a great variety of topography, hence its nickname, "America in 
Miniature." It ranges from sandy dunes dotted with sea grass in the east, to low 
marshlands teeming with wildlife and large bald cypress near the bay, to gently rolling hills 
of oak forest in the Piedmont Region, and pine groves in the mountains to the west. 
 
Delaware is 96 miles (154 km) long and ranges from 9 to 35 miles (56 km) across, totaling 
1,954 square miles (5,060 km2) and making it the second-smallest state in the United 
States after Rhode Island. Delaware is on a level plain, with the lowest mean elevation of 
any state in the nation. 
 
Its highest elevation, located at Ebright Azimuth, near Concord High School, Wilmington, 
does not rise fully 450 feet (140 m) above sea level thus, no peaks qualify for the SOTA

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1.3 Rights of way and access issues 

 
Most W3 SOTA summits are located on public land. The public lands of Pennsylvania 
and Maryland  are managed by a variety of government agencies, each with their own 
policies concerning public access. 

 
State Forest comprises the majority of  public land. Open access, cross country travel, and  
camping are generally permitted on State and National Forest land.  Many heavy use areas 
have restrictions on camping, vehicle access, and trail use. In these cases a permit is 
usually required and easily obtained.  

 
If you plan to use Forest Service maintained roads to access a trailhead, contact the forest’s 
administrative office to be sure you will not face any locked gates.  

 
State Parks, National Parks, and nature preserves are usually quite restrictive concerning use. 
Use only designated parking to access designated trails for travel to designated 
locations. Obtain all necessary entrance, hiking and camping permits. 

 
 
1.4 Maps and navigation 

 

 

US Geological Survey (USGS) maps are considered the standard for backcountry travel. 
USGS topographic maps accurately represent the natural and manmade features of the land 
to stringent National Map Accuracy Standards. 

 
USGS maps of the 7½  Minute Series (covering 7½  x  7½  minutes of geographic arc) show 
most maintained trails and contour intervals of 40 ft. at a scale of 1:24,000.  Carrying these 
maps as a primary or backup source of navigation information is strongly recommended, 
even if you are familiar with the terrain.  
USGS  maps of the 30 x 60 Minute Series, with a scale of 1:100,000, are commonly referred 
to as “land use maps” and are useful in determining what lands are publicly and privately 
owned, and which government agency is responsible for managing a particular publicly owned 
area. 

 
Also useful are US Forest Service, National Park, and State Park maps which show parking, 
camping, toilet, trash, and other visitor facilities. 

 
USGS maps are available at map retailers and outdoor outfitters throughout the state. A 
catalogue, an order form, a Pennsylvania and Maryland Index to Map Coverage, and a legend 
of map symbols are available upon written request from:

National Forest and National Park maps are usually available at the forest or park entrance 
or visitor’s center. 
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1.5 Safety considerations 
 

 

Mountaineering is an inherently risky endeavor. The consequences of thoughtless actions can 
be tragic. While the risks you assume by participating in SOTA activities can never be 
dismissed, they can be greatly diminished through knowledge, preparation and experience. 

 
Mountain roads are often unstable and subject to temporary closure. The condition of 
access roads through forest and park lands should be confirmed by contacting the managing 
agency. 

 
Mountain weather in Pennsylvania and Maryland can vary from blazing heat to blowing 
snow during the summer and winter seasons. Be prepared to travel and to stay for 1 
unplanned day in any type of weather you may encounter. NOAA forecasts should be checked 
at http://weather.noaa.gov/  before  any  travel  commences. Current conditions and any local 
hazardous  weather  warnings  should  be  monitored  on  NOAA  Weather  Radio,  with 
frequencies available at:

Many hikers succumb to dehydration and glucose depletion. Carry sufficient food and water. 
 
Mountain roads are often unstable and subject to temporary closure. The condition of 
access roads through forest and park lands should be confirmed by contacting the managing 
agency. 

 
A bear will destroy your car for a morsel of food left inside.  A rattlesnake will bite and 
kill you. Understanding the range and behavior of these animals and adapting yours 
accordingly will greatly decrease your risk. 
 
The approaches to many W3 summits vary from easy to technical. Assess your skill and 
fitness levels realistically and travel well within your limitations. Remember, once you make the 
summit, you are only half the way home.

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1.6 Environmental considerations 
 

 

FOLLOW ALL POSTED FIRE RESTRICTIONS OR YOU MAY END UP IN PRISON.  This is 
not an exaggeration. 

 

Burn area restoration, use impact recovery, threatened species habitat preservation, and 
wildfire risk are common reasons the public lands of Pennsylvania and Maryland are subject to 
temporary use restrictions and area closures. Such changes to access are always 
advertised and well posted.  Check with the administering agencies and NEVER violate these 
restrictions. 

 

 
1.7 Awards 

 

 

The W3 SOTA association sponsors two awards. The Mountain Lion Award is available to 
those activators who have accumulated 500 points activating W3 summits. The Red Tail 
Hawk Award is available to chasers and SWL’s participating in the generalized program who 
have accumulated 500 points working or listening to W3 activations. The Association  
Manager shall maintain and make available these awards to qualified participants. 

 
1.8 Process to maintain summit lists 

 
 
The W3 Association Manager shall make available to all interested parties a process to 
petition for the addition, correction, or removal of summit listings. 

 

A summit is to be added to the list if the petitioner demonstrates that it meets the qualification 
of prominence and that public access is available. 

 

A summit listing is to be corrected if the petitioner demonstrates that the factual information 
presented is incorrect. 

 

A summit is to be deleted if the petitioner demonstrates a permanent lack of public access 
to, or prohibition on radio operations from its location. 

 

Petitions are to be reviewed and appropriate action taken at least once per calendar year. 
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1.9 Summit Definition 
 
All summits for the W3 Association use the SOTA definition of a summit, which can be 
found in the General Rules document. For those Associations where maps use feet rather 
than meters for elevation (such as the United States of America), a value of 500 feet is 
used as the near-equivalent of 150 meters.  
 

 
1.9.1 Disclaimer            

Hiking, hill-walking and rock-climbing are potentially dangerous activities. The SOTA 

Management Team and their associates assume no responsibility for accidents. Each participant 

does so at his or her own risk, and must decide, on the basis of their own ability, whether an 

objective is achievable. The listing of a summit in the reference does not mean that it is easy to 

reach, and it is always worth seeking local advice for all but the simplest of expeditions. 

1.9.2 Geologic areas referenced in Regional Notes 

Manager  note: The  height  and  prominence  values  listed  for Maryland were  taken  
from  the  data maintained on the Peaklist website. Pennsylvania has no data on the 
Peaklist Website therefore USGS and map data was used for that state. These values, as 
well as documented names and locations, were cross checked with data maintained on the 
USGS geonames database. In cases where discrepancies were less than 100 ft. the Peaklist 
values were maintained. In cases where the discrepancy was greater, the appropriate value 
was chosen upon map examination. In all cases where the discrepancy put the summit’s 
prominence qualification into question, the summits were de-listed.    
 

All Pennsylvania SOTA W3 Summit Information was taken from the highest elevation point with 

the required prominence. All prominence points were derived from GIS analysis software using

In total, the Poconos encompasses over 2,500 square miles. The Poconos are mountainous, 
geologically a southwestern extension of the Catskills. The Poconos' highest summit, Elk Hill’s 
North Knob, reaches 2,693 feet (821 m), while its lowest elevation is 350 feet (107 m) in Pike 
County. The Delaware River flows through the Pocono Mountains and gives the region its 
name, from a Native American term roughly translating to "stream between two mountains." 
The Lehigh and Lackawaxen Rivers also flow through the region, totaling about 170 miles 
(270 km) of waterways. The Pocono Mountains are also home to some 150 lakes and many 
waterfalls, such as those in the Delaware Water Gap National Recreation Area of Monroe 
County and Ricketts Glen State Park in northwestern Luzerne County.
