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Introduction 
The topography of the scenic State of Washington is dominated by two major mountain 
regions: the Olympics and the Cascades.  The Blue Mountains, the Selkirk Mountains, the 
Kettle River Range, the Wenatchee Mountains, and the Saddle Mountains also include 
many summits.   
 
Washington's climate varies considerably.  The Pacific Coast recieves heavy precipitation, 
especially in the winter, producing substantial glaciation in the Olympic Mountains.  That 
range creates a rain shadow in the Puget Sound portion of the Salish Sea lowland.  The 
Cascade Mountains also generate precipitation, especially in winter.  Western Washington 
summers are fairly dry and seldom hot.  
 
The high volcanoes such as Mount Baker, Glacier Peak, Mount Adams and Mount Rainier 
are so prominent that they generate their own weather.  During the winter of 1998-1999, the 
Mount Baker Ski Area established a world record total of measured snowfall in one season 
which still stands at 28.96 meters.  Large resort buildings and a major chairlift were buried.  
Only after more than a decade later in the fall of 2010 did the ablation zone of glaciers in the 
area begin to show complete melting of that huge snowfall.   
 
East of the Cascades the average elevation is higher than in Western Washington, and its 
climate is continental, featuring hot, dry summer days with cooler nights, and cold and 
mostly dry winters.    
 
Washington is a SOTA playground where activators could spend a lifetime activating 
summits.

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up any of the summits listed in this manual is legal and safe within the activator's skill 
level. Some summits may reside in private hands, and all activators must respect 
private property rights. As a particular caution to European hikers, please note that 
freedom to roam does not exist in the USA; permission to cross private lands must be 
expressly granted and cannot be assumed.  
 
Many Washington mountains are very demanding and require considerable technical 
climbing experience, roped climbing skills, and competent knowledge of route 
selection and the associated risks.  Mountain climbing in Washington is a dangerous 
sport. Technical climbing competency is a requirement as many routes are technically 
difficult.  Many routes offer poor protection with long runouts where a fall could result 
in serious injury or death with loose rock and potential avalanches and rockfall.  
Except in the very mild terrain, climbing helmets should be worn, not only for falls but 
for protection from rockfall, often dislodged by other people, from above. 
 
Proper training, experience, and personal capability assessment is required.  
Technical mountaineering and backcountry skills training is readily available from 
many excellent groups including the Mountaineers with branches in Bellingham, 
Foothills, Kitsap, Olympia, Seattle and Tacoma and private guide and training 
services.  Do not become a statistic!

1.1 Program derivation 

 
W7-Washington SOTA is an extension of similar programs already active in other countries. 
Summit qualification for inclusion in the SOTA Program is based on the relative height of 
summits compared to their surroundings.  The W7-Washington Association defines a 
minimum of 150 meters of vertical rise from the surrounding saddle or base in order for a 
summit to qualify.  This vertical separation from surrounding terrain is the basis of the 
definition of geographic prominence, for which Wikipedia has an excellent description.  
 
The 2742 peaks in the W7-Washington SOTA Association that meet the prominence criteria 
are based on data collected by the USGS (U.S. Geologic Survey) national surveys. The W7-
Washington SOTA Association has identified a few more based on more current Datum 
information.  Some otherwise-qualifying summits have been deleted from the database since 
they are situated on restricted military or other national security land, on closed tribal 
territories, and on private land which are not accessible to the general public.  Some 
qualifying summits which are accessible to the public require permits which are available for 
a fee.  See this link for more detail about the USGS survey processes.  In particular, the 
USGS maintains a huge (80+ gigabytes) of National Elevation Data (“NED”) for all surveyed 
peaks in the USA.  The W7-Washington SOTA dataset was derived from this USGS NED 
database.  This database contains both named and officially un-named mountains which 
also meet the prominence requirements of SOTA.   
 
Participants in the W7-Washington SOTA program must meet the qualifications stated in the 
SOTA General Rules, and must participate in accordance with these rules.  In cases where 
information in this reference is in conflict with the General Rules, the General Rules shall 
take precedence. Full text of the SOTA General Rules can be found here.  
 

1.2 General information 

 
W7-Washington SOTA Association includes those summits within the jurisdiction of the 
Federal Communications Commission (FCC).  The FCC issues amateur radio licenses with 
the prefix W7 or W(x)7 or N7 or N(x)7 or K7 or K(x)7 or A(x)7 callsigns by default for all 
Washington applicants.  All participants in the SOTA Program must be currently licensed by 
the FCC or otherwise be legally operating on amateur radio frequencies in the USA.  The US 
amateur call region of W7 encompasses seven western US states.   
 
Other states within the W7 call area have their own SOTA associations.  If the reader finds a 
summit which might meet the qualifications of the SOTA program, or if a mistake is found in 
the summit data, please contact the W7-Washington SOTA Association Manager, Bruce 
Prior N7RR n7rr@arrl.net .  Similarly, if a potential activator wishes to see a particular 
summit included in the Washington Association database, please provide the W7-
Washington SOTA Association Manager the following information: 
 
1. Name of the summit as named on the USGS Geonames database.

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2. The Latitude and Longitude in decimal-degrees of the summit with the map datum 
specified. 
3. The elevation of the summit above sea level, specified in feet or meters. 
4. The summit’s prominence value in feet or meters along with a citation of the source of this 
information. 
5. Information about the summit's legal accessibility to the general public. 
 
The W7-Washington SOTA Association Manager will check whether the summit meets the 
qualification criteria, and if it does, will forward this information to the SOTA Management 
Team for inclusion in the database. The decisions of the Manager and the Management 
Team are final regarding the interpretation of the criteria and the inclusion or exclusion of a 
summit. Summits cannot be counted for points in the SOTA program until a reference 
number has been issued in the SOTA Summits database.  
 

1.3 Final Ascent and Activation Zone explained 

 
The SOTA General Rules state that the method of final access to the Summit must be non-
motorized. The General Rules do not specify the distance, either vertical or en route, that 
this final ascent must cover.  In keeping with the spirit of adventure and the promotion of 
physical fitness embodied by the SOTA program, the W7-Washington Association 
recommends that the activator plan a minimum of 25 vertical meters be covered in the final 
approach to the operating position by able-bodied Activators.  Operation from a vehicle is 
never permitted for a SOTA activation. 
 
The SOTA general rules also state that radio operations must take place within a summit’s 
Activation Zone, which, in the case of the W7-Washington SOTA Association, is an area 
within 30 vertical meters of the actual summit point.  The Activation Zone is a single, 
“unbroken” area which can be visualized by drawing a closed shape on a map, following a 
contour line 30 meters below the summit point.  Another way to describe the activation zone 
is any place that has a route to the summit point that does not dip below 30 meters of the 
summit point.  The operating position must be within this zone, but antennas may extend 
well beyond. 
 
Should a potential activator find a SOTA summit in this manual where compliance with this 
rule appears impossible because of the peculiar topography of the summit or for activator 
safety reasons, contact the W7-Washington SOTA Association Manager to explore whether 
an adjustment can be made to the summit in question. 
 
Activators should feel free to contact the W7-Washington SOTA Association Manager should 
further clarification be deemed necessary, or if any doubt exists regarding whether a 
potential activation will be valid for SOTA credit. 
 

1.4 Nomenclature 

 
Geographical place names in the USA are governed by the US Board on Geographic 
Names (BGN), http://geonames.usgs.gov/ . That body is administered by the US Geological 
Survey, but its decision-making board includes representatives from several federal 
government agencies.  BGN policy strongly discourages establishing new names in 
wilderness areas.  This BGN policy does not have the force of law, but it constitutes the 
current policy of the BGN: 
 

Within wilderness areas, the U.S. Board on Geographic Names will not approve 
proposed names for unnamed features, names in local use but not published, or 
unpublished administrative names used by administering agencies, unless an

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overriding need exists, such as for purposes of safety, education, or area 
administration.  http://geonames.usgs.gov/docs/pro_pol_pro.pdf 
 

Much of the prime mountain terrain in the State of Washington is located in federally-
designated Wilderness Areas.  A number of summits which meet SOTA criteria do not 
currently have any official names, e.g. are “numbered” summits.  A prevalent means of 
referencing such summits has been to name the summits by their elevation above sea level.  
The SOTA database already includes elevation data in meters and feet, so using one or the 
other for a summit name would be redundant.   
 
There is already a summit in British Columbia which is officially named "Continuous Wave 
Mountain," an amateur radio reference.  Taking a cue from British Columbia, the W7-
Washington SOTA Association has assigned provisional names to those qualifying officially-
unnamed summits using a general amateur radio theme.  So, a summit designated "Peak 
1732" on a map or database might provisionally be named "Monoband Mountain" or 
"Sideswiper Summit."  Those unofficial names are always enclosed in quotation marks in the 
database to distinguish them from officially-named summits.  These names are provisional 
even within the context of SOTA.  The first SOTA party which successfully activates one of 
those provisionally-named summits may recommend a name change to the W7-Washington 
SOTA Association Manager.  The Manager will only approve amateur radio-related names of 
a general nature.  Commercial company and product model names and any names of an 
individual nature, such as callsigns, will not be approved.  The SOTA system has lots of 
rules and structures, but the system has been put together to promote fun.  These unofficial 
names are intended to add to the pleasure of the operators who participate in the SOTA 
activities in Washington State. 
 

1.5 Rights of way and access issues 

 
If the land you are on is not your own, then you are trespassing.  Trespassing may be done 
legally, with the permission of the landowner, either expressed or implied.  Right of way on 
undeveloped land is implied unless the land is fenced and or posted in accordance with 
state law. Posted private lands may not be entered without expressed permission. Camping 
on private land may be done legally only with the expressed permission of the landowner.  
 
Most W7-Washington SOTA summits are located on public land.  Public lands may be 
administered by federal, state, tribal and local governments which may put limitations on 
their use.  Do not assume that all public lands, and the roads and trails upon them, are 
available for public access.  If the summit you wish to visit is on public land, find out which 
agency administers the land, such as a particular National Forest or National or State or 
County Park, and contact that agency’s information office for site-specific requirements for 
access.  Many backcountry trails have trailhead registers at the trail entrance or require a 
small “parking fee” for trail use.  For your own safety, log your backcountry activity and 
respect the parking fee requirements. 
 
Only a fool would trespass on Native American land or US Military land without prior 
permission.  The Yakama (formerly Yakima) Nation has notified the W7-Washington SOTA 
Association that only Yakama Nation members or their family members are allowed on 
summits under its jurisdiction.  The tribal administration has a permit system available for 
those family members who do not belong to the Yakama Nation, but those permits are 
unavailable to outsiders.  Therefore, summits on Yakama Nation lands are not included in 
the SOTA database and will not be valid for activation, with one exception.  Yakama land 
extends on the east side to the summit of Mount Adams (also called Pahto or Paddo or 
Klickitat), but there are numerous routes to the summit which do not lie within Yakama 
Nation land.  SOTA activators on Mount Adams are cautioned not to cross into Yakama 
Nation territory unless they are tribal members.  Should the Yakama Nation policy change

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sometime in the future, a written or email request can be made to the SOTA Washington 
Association Manager requesting that those summits be added to the database. 
 
Summits on restricted-access land administered by the US Department of Defense are 
excluded, and the lands at the nuclear US Department of Energy Hanford Site are also  
excluded from SOTA.     
  
If an activator does manage to receive permission from a private landowner to activate a 
privately-owned summit, the activator must remember he or she may be the landowner’s 
only contact with SOTA or amateur radio and the activator must adhere to the highest 
standards of politeness to the owner and respect for the land so as to pave the way for 
future activators to be authorized.   All activators must adhere to the outdoor ethic of Leave 
No Trace. 
  
The SOTAwatch website is an excellent repository of summit access information, and all 
activators are encouraged to submit any mapping, trail, access permission or other specific 
summit advice they can acquire.  Please be sure to respect intellectual property law when 
adding information to the SOTA watch site.  
 

1.6 Maps and navigation 

 
In the State of Washington, many backcountry travellers use the privately-published Green 
Trail Maps (http://www.greentrailsmaps.com/) . These maps are produced at the unusual 
scale of 1:69 500 with the fairly-dense contour interval of 100 feet.  Trails are prominently 
marked and the sheet size is convenient for outdoor use.  
 
US Geological Survey (USGS) maps are considered the standard for backcountry travel. 
USGS topographic maps accurately represent the natural and built features of the land to 
stringent national map accuracy standards as of the publication date, but revision of existing 
quadrangles can take many years, so available maps may be badly out of date.  
  
USGS maps of the 7½  Minute Series (covering 7½  x  7½  minutes of geographic arc) show  
most maintained trails and contour intervals of 40 feet at a scale of 1:24 000.  Carrying these 
maps as a primary or backup source of navigation information is strongly recommended 
even if you are familiar with the terrain.  The sheet size is inconveniently large.  A 1:50 000 
scale map series with metric (SI) contours, now the Canadian standard, works much better 
in the field.  
  
USGS maps of the 30 x 60 Minute Series, with a scale of 1:100 000, are commonly referred 
to as “land use maps” and are useful in determining what lands are publicly and privately 
owned, and which government agency is responsible for managing a particular publicly 
owned area.  Their contours are in metric (SI) units.  The maps are quite legible, but the 
scale is rather small for detailed backcountry navigation.  
  
US Forest Service, National Park, and State Park maps show parking, camping, toilet, trash, 
and other visitor facilities.  The Pacific Northwest Trail Association and the Pacific Crest Trail 
Association both publish maps of those two National Scenic Trails and surrounding 
countryside.  The PNT traverses the State of Washington from east to west, mostly fairly 
close to the British Columbia border.  The PCT follows the Cascades from that trail's 
Columbia River crossing to Manning Provincial Park in British Columbia.  Many SOTA 
summits are depicted on these trail maps. 
 
It is easy to get disoriented! Only the foolhardy will venture onto the mountains without 
adequate navigation equipment and the knowledge to use it. By itself a GPS device is not an

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adequate substitute for physical maps and a magnetic compass since batteries do run down 
and electronic gear can malfunction or be easily damaged. 
 
The Grid reference system used in this ARM is Latitude and Longitude expressed in 
Decimal-Degrees.   The map datum is WGS-84.  Warning:  the map datum for the UTM grid 
on the US 1:24 000 map series and on the Green Trails Maps is North American Datum 
1927.  The style of GPS receivers which are generally used in the backcountry normally 
have facilities for converting waypoint data to different map datum systems.  All Latitudes are 
positive and all longitude values are negative for the W7-Washington ARM.  This system has 
been chosen for its compatibility with Google Maps.  Potential activators and chasers need 
only enter a summit’s decimal coordinates into Google Maps to see a  topographic, satellite 
or road map of a summit or to find driving directions to the closest roads. 
 
The W7-Washington Association Manager suggests that potential activators conduct internet 
searches for the specific regions and summits of interest.  Such internet searches may yield 
links to hiking, biking, and climbing groups whose members share intimate local knowledge 
of a summit, its access, and nearby resources.   
 

1.7 Safety considerations 

Mountaineering and backcountry hiking are inherently risky endeavors.  The consequences 
of thoughtless actions can be tragic. While the risks you assume by participating in SOTA 
activities can never be dismissed, they can be greatly diminished through knowledge, 
preparation and experience. 
 
Washington State contains vast expanses of remote, undeveloped land.  Trailheads may be 
located many miles from the nearest town, highway or home.  Many areas have NO 
cellphone coverage and no access to amateur radio repeaters.  Be sure your vehicle is 
appropriate for the roads on which you intend to travel, and is in good condition.  Carry 
enough food and water to survive a few days of stranding before help may arrive.  The most 
mountainous or backcountry areas are inhospitable environments with scarce resources to 
sustain your life.   
 
We radio amateurs have a big advantage:  we're communicators.  In the USA, Technician 
Class radio amateurs are allowed to operate on the HF 80 m, 40 m and 15 m bands only 
using CW (A1A) emission.  As sunspot Cycle 24 progresses, the 10 m band, where 
Technician operators have 300 kHz of CW spectrum and 200 kHz of voice spectrum, HF 
daytime phone operation will become more practical for those beginning-level radio 
amateurs.  Even for many summits where cellphones and amateur radio repeaters may be 
accessed, frequently for much of their approach routes, only HF is practical for emergency 
communications.  So, Technician licensees should learn Morse Code and carry CW 
equipment for the 80 m or 40 m bands, or they should upgrade to General Class or Amateur 
Extra Class, so they can carry and operate HF SSB equipment into the backcountry.  
Portable monoband HF transceivers are available in the USA from Small Wonder Labs , 
MFJ , Oak Hills Research and Hendricks.  Portable multiband HF transceivers can be 
purchased from Ten-Tec, Elecraft, Icom and Yaesu. 
 
The “Ten Essentials” is a list of essential items experts deem necessary for safe travel in 
the backcountry. The Ten Essentials were first described in the 1930's by The Mountaineers, 
a Seattle-based organization for climbers and outdoor adventurers. Many regional 
organizations and authors recommend that hikers, backpackers, and climbers rigorously 
ensure they have the Ten Essentials with them.  Carrying these basic items improves the 
chances that one is prepared for an unexpected emergency in the outdoors.  
 
The Mountaineers’ updated "systems" approach made its debut in the seventh edition of its 
seminal text on climbing and outdoor exploration, Mountaineering: The Freedom of the Hills 
(The Mountaineers Books, 2003):

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Updated Ten Essential "Systems" 
 

1. Navigation Systems (map, compass, GPS, etc) 
2. Sun protection (clothing, hats, sunglasses, skin protection creams) 
3. Insulation (extra clothing) 
4. Illumination (headlamps, LED flashlights, extra long-lasting batteries, solar panels) 
5. First-aid supplies 
6. Fire (matches, firestarters) 
7. Repair kit and tools 
8. Nutrition (extra food) 
9. Hydration (extra water, purification capability) 
10. Emergency shelter and signaling devices (mirrors, radios, Spot devices) 

 
A bear can destroy your car for a morsel of food left inside. The bite of a rattlesnake can be 
fatal in the backcountry.  Rattlesnakes are almost unknown in Western Washington State, 
but they are common in Eastern Washington.  Grizzly bears are very rare in Washington 
State and attacks from black bears are very uncommon.  A combination of clear-cut logging 
and associated brush growth and decreasing popularity of deer hunting has produced 
significant increases in the deer population in the state.  Since deer are the primary prey of 
the cougar (Puma concolor), the population of the cougar in Washington State has 
increased significantly.  Many outdoor enthusiasts in Washington are carrying potent "bear 
spray" pepper cannisters to ward off cougars.  Understanding the range and behavior of 
these animals and adapting your plans accordingly will greatly decrease your risk.   
 
The hiking or climbing approaches to many W7-Washington SOTA summits can be long and 
technical.  Assess your skill and fitness levels realistically and travel well within your 
limitations.  Remember, once you make the summit, you are only half the way home. Often 
the down-climb is where most accidents occur due to fatigue and lack of focus!  "It's a round 

trip. Getting to the summit is optional, getting down is mandatory." Ed Viesturs, first 

American to summit all 14 peaks over 8,000 meters.  An excellent training manual about 

mountain hazards is the annual Accidents in North American Mountaineering, published 
jointly by the American Alpine Club and the Alpine Club of Canada. 
 

1.8 Mountain Rescue 

 
Inland search and rescue is the responsibility of county sheriffs in the State of Washington.  
A call to 9-1-1 may not be successful in getting information to the sheriff in the appropriate 
county.  Any emergency message relayed via amateur radio or by cellphone in Washington 
should therefore be addressed to the sheriff of the county in which an incident has occurred.

Activators are urged to download that information from the web for the counties in which they 
will be travelling for a given SOTA activation, and write down the name of the sheriff, the 
sheriff's street address, email address and telephone number, all of which should be 
included in the address portion of a formal emergency amateur radiogram.  Emergency 
messages via amateur radio or via cellphone should ALWAYS be written down ahead of 
time and should include all information which is relevant to rescuers, including exact location 
and details of the incident.  If you are delivering such a message to a dispatcher in a sheriff's 
department, politely ask that it be recorded word-for-word and repeated back to you so that 
you are sure that it has been received accurately.  
 
On the following page is an American Radio Relay League Radiogram form.  It is a good 
guide for you to produce the critical elements of a radiogram: 
 
ü Preamble 
ü Address 
ü Text 
ü Signature 

 
Notice that there is room for five lines of five words or word-equivalents, which is the normal 
maximum size of routine messages.  Priority and Emergency messages may be much 
longer, so you can use the reverse side of the page to complete them.   
 
The W7-Washington SOTA Association recommends that activators reproduce multiple 
copies of the Radiogram form and carry them to activated summits.  Accidents and other 
emergencies might not only happen to you.  As a radio amateur, you could play an important 
role by communicating an incident which happens to somebody else.  The Amateur Radio 
Service will only survive in the long run if we are always prepared to step in and help our 
neighbors when their need is critical.  You will be a more effective message traffic handler if 
you practice by checking into traffic nets from home, where you can gain traffic-handling 
skills by originating real routine messages to friends and family.

A chart of traffic nets routinely accessible to amateur radio operation from Washington State is shown on the 
next page.  This page also should be reproduced by W7-Washington SOTA activators and carried with the 
radio gear.  Remember that checking into a single sideband net on CW, especially with traffic, is perfectly 
acceptable.  Most traffic handlers are competent in Morse.  In a pinch, when conditions aren't so favorable, an 
operator could depress the push-to-talk switch on an FM handitalkie and use the touchtone pad to send 
Morse code. If a repeater which which can be heard cannot be accessed via its input frequency, somebody 
may hear you if you transmit on the repeater's output frequency.  Most traffic nets meet in the evening, but the 
CW Washington State Net (WSN) includes an earlybird morning session.  The Region 7 Net and the Pacific 
Area Net are designed to handle traffic originating from the primary nets, but in an emergency, those nets 
would present excellent opportunities to originate priority or emergency traffic, since the amateurs on the 
higher-level nets are the best of the best.

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1.9 Navigation and Weather 

 
Before hiking always check weather forecasts for the area on a website.  Please remember 
that weather in the mountains can change rapidly and you should always be prepared for 
snow, rain, strong wind or intensive sun, especially over 1000 meters elevation.  Additionally, 
an activator should always be prepared for the trip to take longer then originally planned.    
An activator should know the next several day’s weather forecast including sunrise and 
sunset times and should carry a flashlight and at least several days' rations and clothing for 
an emergency overnight stay even if an activation is scheduled to end well before nightfall.   
 
The prudent activator always leaves with someone back home a written copy of the planned 
travel route, as well as the expected return time.  Additionally, many trailheads have a  
register for hikers to sign in at the start and to sign out at the finish of their hike.  These 
registers can help emergency services determine where and if a hiker is lost on the trail.  
  
Mountain roads are often unstable and subject to temporary closure due to landslide, fire, or 
maintenance. The condition of access roads through forest, park, or BLM (Bureau of Land 
Management) lands should be confirmed by contacting the appropriate local managing 
agency. Check local highway travel conditions prior to departure. 
 
Mountain weather can vary from blazing heat to blowing snow at a single location in a single 
24-hour period.  Be prepared to travel and to stay for several unplanned days in any type of 
weather you may encounter. NOAA forecasts should be checked at before any travel 
commences. Current conditions and local hazardous weather warnings should be monitored 
at http://www.wsdot.wa.gov/traffic/  .  Flash flooding is a deadly threat in narrow canyons, 
foothills and desert areas.  Observe posted warnings.  
 
Lightning is always a present danger above timberline! Know the early signs of weather 
associated with lightning. Upon the first sign of visible thunderstorms, lightning, or thunder, 
reduce your exposure immediately by descending. Know that proximity to your antenna puts 
you at greater risk. Do not seek shelter under trees or rock outcrops. 
 
Snow avalanches routinely originate on snow slopes between 25°and 55°.  A large 
avalanche can easily travel down to a valley bottom, and even occasionally up the opposite 
side, travelling on a cushion of compressed air.  Fracture lines often occur where a slope is 
convex, creating a zone of weakness caused by tension in the snow.  Check local sources 
for possible avalanche conditions.  Carry at minimum a shovel, an avalanche probe at least 
2 m in length, and an avalanche beacon with fresh batteries which is transmitting on the 
internationally-allocated frequency of 457 kHz while travelling or in anyplace where an 
avalanche is the remotest possibility.  Two major new technical innovations are known to 
save lives in the event of an avalanche.  One of those is the BCA Float 30 Avalanche 
Airbag, which helps a victim migrate to the surface of an avalanche while hurtling 
downslope.  Another lifesaver is a Black Diamond AvaLung II Breathing Sling, which 
redirects a buried victim's exhaled breath to the back to help prevent asphyxiation.  Become 
thoroughly familiar with your avalanche equipment and obtain field training in avalanche 
companion rescue.  There is almost never time to wait for outside rescuers.  A buried victim 
seldom survives a burial of more than about 20 minutes without special equipment like the 
AvaLung, and people equipped with a BCA Float 30 are very seldom completely buried by 
an avalanche in the first place.  If you have to cross a danger area, do so one at a time, and 
keep a eye on you companions.  Yes, you should always travel with one or more partners 
whenever avalanches are a possibility.    
 

1.10  Physical Exertion 

 
Many of the summits listed in this manual require serious physical exertion to activate.

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Know your limitations, listen to your body and put your health before amateur radio.  Check 
your pulse under heavy exertion and remember to slow down, bring plenty of water and 
enjoy the activation.  Medical evacuation from many of the listed summits is slow and difficult 
for the emergency services.  A heart attack on the trail is likely to result in death, since 
evacuation and medical services require some time to accomplish. 

 

1.11 Environmental Considerations 

 
FOLLOW ALL POSTED FIRE RESTRICTIONS OR YOU MAY END UP IN PRISON. This is 
not an exaggeration.  

Burn area restoration, use impact recovery, threatened species habitat preservation, and 
wildfire risks are common in public lands of Washington, and are subject to temporary use 
restrictions and area closures.  Such changes to access are normally advertised and well 
posted.  Check with the administering agencies and NEVER violate these restrictions. 

  
1.12 Foreign Radio Amateurs (From the ARRL website) 
 
Foreign Amateurs who wish to operate in the USA may do so if the country of which they are 
a citizen and amateur licensee has entered into a bilateral or multilateral reciprocal operating 
agreement with the USA. Such agreements can include a reciprocal licensing agreement, 
CEPT license, or IARP credential. No additional permit is required -- simply bring your 
original license issued by your home country when you visit the US.  Be sure to identify your 
station while operating by the US call district identifier followed by your non-US callsign.  For 
example, W7/G1ABC.   It is no longer necessary to include a “portable” designator (“/p”) in 
your callsign. 

For full details of operating in the USA with a foreign license, please see the ARRL website. 
The ARRL is America’s largest amateur radio organization and it is a valuable resource with 
operating information for foreign and domestic amateur radio operators.  In general the FCC 
welcomes foreign radio amateurs, and receiving operating permission should be reasonably 
easy.  In the USA, FCC regulations should be strictly obeyed. 

US operating band plan information can be found here and frequency allocation charts and 
formation can be found here.  

Additionally, the W7-Washington SOTA Association Manager is not aware of any customs 
regulations addressing the importation of personal amateur radios into the USA, and in 
general FCC type acceptance standards are loose enough to allow for operation of foreign 
type-accepted amateur radios and even homebrew radios. 

Finally, foreign hams should read and understand ARM section 1.5 Rights of Way and 
Access Issues. 

If no agreement exists, it is possible for foreign citizens to take the US ham radio exam to 
receive their FCC amateur radio license.  Any individual can take the exam except agents of 
foreign governments.  Dates and locations of license exams can be found here.  

Please note, it may take at a few days for an applicant's new callsign to be posted on the 
FCC database, after which the applicant can legally operate, even before receiving the 
physical license at a US postal address.  A convenient source of license information is put 
your name in the search box of the QRZ.com Callsign Database.  A printout of the license 
database information may be used temporarily in lieu of a paper license.  Also remember 
that all radio amateurs must carry their licenses and/or CEPT documentation on their 
persons whenever operating amateur radio gear in the USA. If requested by any authority, 
this documentation must be disclosed.  Your license should not be left at home or in your 
hotel.

The W7-Washington SOTA Association Manager shall make available to all interested 
parties a process to petition for the addition, correction, or removal of summit listings, as well 
as re-naming of officially-unnamed summits for SOTA activation purposes. A summit will be 
added to the list if the petitioner demonstrates that it meets the qualification of prominence 
and that public access is available. A summit listing will be corrected if the petitioner 
demonstrates that the factual information presented is incorrect. A summit will be deleted if 
the petitioner demonstrates a permanent lack of public access to, or prohibition on radio 
operations from its location. Petitions will be reviewed by the W7-Washington SOTA 
Association Manager and appropriate action taken within about one month.

2.1.1 Regional Notes 

Situated in the north central area east of the Cascade divide, Chelan County includes the most inaccessible summits in Washington State.  Cut by two 

major northwest/southeast waterways, Lake Chelan, a long, narrow and deep montaine freshwater fjord lake whose bottom lies below sea level, and 

the Upper Entiat River System, Chelan County comprises 242 SOTA summits, many of which are seldom visited.  Forty-one of those summits are 

above the 10-point 2500 m SOTA threshold.  Enthusiastic SOTA activators would do well to make long journeys to the Chelan Region to seize the 

opportunity to acquire "first activator" honors.  The highest mountain in the region is Bonanza Peak, a challenging glaciated gem.

3.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Central Washington Region consists of Douglas, Grant and Kittitas Counties, all east of the Cascade crest.  Most of the Region's 104 SOTA 

summits (all less than 2500 m) are in Kittitas County on National Forest land north and south of both the Yakima River and Interstate Highway 90 

between Snoqualmie Pass and Ellensburg.  An indispensible resource for the summits of Central Washington is the third edition of Fred Beckey's 

book, Cascade Alpine Guide 1: Columbia River to Stevens Pass.  Emblematic of the quality of this work is his detailed account of the various routes 

and multiple summits of glaciated Mount Daniel in the Alpine Lakes Wilderness, which is traversed by the Pacific Crest National Scenic Trail.  These 

mountains receive substantial precipitation, much of it in the form of winter snow.  Because of that snow accumulation, late summer and early fall are 

the best times to access the higher summits in the region.

4.1.1 Regional Notes 

Ferry County is mostly bounded on the east and completely on the south by the Columbia River, much of which is confined by the Grand Coulee Dam 

to form Roosevelt Lake.  The southern part of the county lies within the territory of the Confederated Tribes of the Colville Reservation.  The 

reservation includes a number of different Indian groups, some with distinctly different languages.  Tourist are welcome as long as they treat the local 

people and the land with respect.  Camping permits are available at several outlets.  Most of the 132 SOTA summits in the county are in the Colville 

National Forest north of the Colville Reservation toward the British Columbia border.  They are characteristically moderate hikes rather than technical 

mountaineering objectives.  Information about the higher summits is available in James P. Johnson's book 50 Hikes for Eastern Washington's Highest 

Mountains.  The highest mountain in the county, Copper Butte, was engulfed in a large forest fire in 1994, but the summit area itself survived the 

conflagration. Some scrambling is needed to ascend Snow Peak, the second highest SOTA summit in the county.  The northern part of the county is 

traversed by the Pacific Northwest National Scenic Trail, affording access to much of the highcountry.  Sharing the continental climate of the rest of 

eastern Washington, cold winters and hot summers of Ferry County make the shoulder seasons the most favorable for backcountry travel.

5.1.1 Regional Notes 

Populous King County includes Washington's primate city, Seattle and 142 SOTA summits.  It extends from sea level at the Salish Sea to the Cascade 

crest, including Snoqualmie Pass, a popular ski center and an important stopping place along the Pacific Crest National Scenic Trail, which offer 

access to many remote summits.  One well-known peak near the town of North Bend, Mount Si, is connected via a long ridge to the higher Mount 

Teneriffe, so it doesn't have enough prominence to qualify as a SOTA summit, but its diminuitive sibling, Little Si, does have enough prominence to 

qualify as one of the lower SOTA summits in the region.  The solid-rock Snoqualmie Pass peaks are frequently ascended by technical rock climbers 

from the Seattle area.

6.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Lower Columbia Region comprises Clark, Cowlitz, Skamania and Wahkiakum Counties, all of which are situated along the Columbia River 

across from Oregon, mostly west of the Cascade crest.  The region includes 165 SOTA summits.  The higher mountains in the Region are described in 

the third edition of Fred Beckey's book, Cascade Alpine Guide 1: Columbia River to Stevens Pass.  With one exception, all of the summits in the W7-

Lower Columbia Region are less than 2000 m elevation, so are worth 6 SOTA points or less.  The big exception, the highest in the region, and now 

perhaps the most famous mountain in the USA is an andesitic explosive-type stratovolanco named Mount Saint Helens, whose 1980 eruption blew 

away its summit and most of its north side.  The resulting lahar surged down the Toutle River valley all the way to the Columbia River.  The mountain 

was transformed instantly from an elevation of 2950 m to 2550 m above sea level.  Nevertheless, it still qualifies as a 10-point SOTA summit!  An 

important hurdle for climbing Mount Saint Helens is getting a reservation for a permit.  When the summit rim is snow-covered, the highest point is 

normally corniced.  That cornice is not obvious from the windward side of prevailing winds.  It overhangs the steep slope above the crater and can be 

extremely unstable, so do no try to stand on the very highest point when the mountain is snow covered without a solidly-anchored rope belay, and you 

are very welcome to not visit the very highest point at all for the sake of safety.  Remember that you can activate a SOTA summit within an operability 

area of 30 m elevation below its highest point.  Treat the summit area of Mount Saint Helens with great caution, and only set up your SOTA station 

where you are absolutely certain of your safety. No amateur radio operation or summit achieved is worth the cost of a life.

7.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Middle Columbia Region is comprised of Yakima and Klickitat Counties, and includes 78 SOTA summits.  With one exception, all of the summits 

which lie within the territory of the Yakama Nation are closed to all but tribal members and their extended families, so all of those summits excluded 

from the SOTA database.  That exception is Mount Adams, a highly-glaciated stratovolcano, also known as Pahto to the Yakama and Paddo to the 

Klickitat people, the third-highest SOTA summit in Washington State, below the two qualifying summits on Mount Rainier.  Much of the eastern part 

of the mountain is within Yakama territory and is subject to Yakama Nation jurisdiction.  The tribal administration has a permit system available for 

those family members who do not belong to the Yakama Nation, but those permits are unavailable to outsiders.  Therefore, summits on Yakama Nation 

lands are not included in the SOTA database and will not be valid for activation, with one exception.  Yakama land extends up the east side to the 

summit of Mount Adams (also called Pahto or Paddo), but there are numerous routes to the summit which do not lie within Yakama Nation land.  

SOTA activators on Mount Adams are cautioned not to cross into Yakama Nation territory unless they are tribal members or possess written 

permission from tribal authorities to travel on Yakama Nation land. There are some reports that climbing permits are available for a fee from the 

Yakima Nation from July 1 through September 30, but other information given directly to the SOTA Washington Association Manager contradicts that 

claim.  For all other approaches, climbing the mountain is open to the general public, subject to obtaining permits from the US Forest Service Mount 

Adams Ranger District in Trout Lake, Washington.  The South Spur route is a non-technical scramble devoid of crevassed glacier travel, but it is so 

popular that dislodged rockfall is common, so wearing a helmet is very important.  The rest of the mountain is a mountaineering playground, including 

some highly technical routes.  The open summit area is excellent for SOTA activities, but it is far above the timberline, so some method of antenna 

elevation is necessary.  The major summits in the region are discussed in the third edition of Fred Beckey's book, Cascade Alpine Guide 1: Columbia 

River to Stevens Pass.

8.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Northern Olympics includes almost all of the Olympic National Park, a vast area of mostly-roadless wilderness.  The 161 SOTA summits in the 

region include 42 above the 8-point 2000 m threshold, but the highest summit, Mount Olympus West Peak is below the SOTA 10-point 2500 m level.  

Because of orographic precipitation, the glacial fields in the Mount Olympus area are extensive.  Abundant trails make the Olympic National Park a 

backpacker's paradise, also giving access to a number of mountaineering objectives.  Rocky portions of the technical summits tend to be quite friable, 

so wearing a helmet is absolutely essential because of rockfall hazards.  The lowlands on the west are a major rainforest, heavily logged outside of the 

national park.  On the east side of the Olympic Mountains is a rain shadow area favored by many retirees.  Because of very heavy precipitation during 

the rest of the year, the summer is the best time to visit the western drainages.

9.1.1 Regional Notes 

Okanogan County, with 340 SOTA summits, is the most mountain-rich SOTA Region in Washington State. Thirty of those summits are above the 10-

point  2500 m threshold.  The Pacific Northwest National Scenic Trail transits the storied Pasayten Wilderness in the northern part of the county.  It 

meets the Pacific Crest National Scenic Trail at Harts Pass.  Some Okanogan mountains are routine hikes, but many can only be ascended using high-

standard mountaineering techniques.  The Third Edition of Fred Beckey's book, Cascade Alpine Guide 3: Rainy Pass to Fraser River is a wonderful 

source of information about the summits in Okanogan County.  Fred Beckey himself was a member of many first-ascent parties in these mountains. 

Although visited principally in the shoulder seasons and in summer, some people, always cognizant of avalanche conditions, venture into the area in 

winter.  Beckey, the crusty mountaineer, writes of the second-highest Okanogan summit, Gardner Mountain, as "more valuable as a high viewpoint and 

for ski touring than mountaineering."  The Wolf Creek approach to nearby North Gardner Mountain, the highest in the county, is similarly described as 

a "scramble-hike."

10.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Pacific-Lewis Region extends all the way from the mouth of the Columbia River and Willapa Bay on the Pacific Coast eastward to the Cascade 

Crest, including the Tatoosh Wilderness just south of Mount Rainier National Park.  It's a fine cross-section of Western Washington south of the Salish 

Sea.  The main access highways are State Routes 6 and 7 and US Highway 12.  The prime mountain country in the region is the Tatoosh Range, with 

its fabulous views of nearby Mount Rainier.  The region holds 165 SOTA summits, many of which are hikes rather than technical mountaineering 

objectives.  Some of these are described in the third edition of Fred Beckey's book, Cascade Alpine Guide 1: Columbia River to Stevens Pass.

11.1.1 Regional Notes 

Pend Oreille County lies in the extreme northeastern corner of the State of Washington north of Spokane on either side of the north-flowing Pend 

Oreille River.  Most of the county is inside National Forest land.  The real gem is the Salmo-Priest Wilderness, centered on Salmo Mountain, the third-

highest SOTA summit in the county.  That wilderness is a wonderful introduction to the State of Washington for westbound through-hikers on the 

Pacific Northwest National Scenic Trail.  The Salmo-Priest Wilderness is probably the only place in the state where it might be possible to see a 

grizzly bear (Ursus arctos) in the wild, another reason besides defense against cougar (Felix concolor) for carrying pepper spray canisters.  Ascending 

most of the 78 SOTA summits in the county is a matter of hiking rather than mountaineering.  Sharing the continental climate of the rest of eastern 

Washington, cold winters and hot summers of Pend Oreille County make the shoulder seasons the most favorable for backcountry travel.

12.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Rainier-Salish Region encompasses the extreme upland and lowland in the State of Washington.  The region includes Island, Kitsap, Pierce and 

San Juan Counties, which encompass 91 SOTA summits.  The major summits are included in the third edition of Fred Beckey's book, Cascade Alpine 

Guide 1: Columbia River to Stevens Pass.    

 

Mount Rainier is the overwelmingly dominant mountain in the state.  It is a massive stratovolcano which lords over the Salish Sea lowland.  Two of its 

three summits, Columbia Crest and Liberty Cap, qualify as SOTA summits.  Capturing moisture from eastward-moving Pacific Ocean air masses, the 

mountain, as many locals call it, is girded by some 26 crevassed glaciers.  Inexperienced climbers should not attempt to climb Mount Rainier without 

joining a training program, such as offered by The Mountaineers or Mazamas, or contracting with a guide service such as Whittaker Mountaineering or 

Rainier Mountaineering.  Mount Rainier is used as a training ground for many international mountaineering expeditions.  The summit area of Mount 

Rainier, including both SOTA summits, is a playground which will probably be activated by many radio amateurs in coming years.  The effort required 

to get there will probably motivate parties to mount lengthy DXpedition-style operations from those summits. 

   

The next-highest summit in the region and fourth-highest in the state is Little Tahoma, which is described in Summit Post as "a very enjoyable 

moderate alpine climb," but posting goes on to say, "Little Tahoma is composed of quite loose and crumbly rock, so rockfall is a hazard on this peak."  

Climbing parties would do well to choose a shoulder-season weekday for their Little Tahoma summit ascents to minimize the danger of rockfall 

produced by other climbers, which can make this mountain a dangerous ordeal.  Climbing Little Tahoma without a helmet would be insane.  The 

summit area is cramped, so erecting a wire antenna could be quite awkward.  Tahoma is a version of the aboriginal name for Mount Rainier.  It is 

fitting that the large port city of Tacoma resides at the foot of Mount Rainier. 

 

The recently-designated Salish Sea includes the inland waters adjacent to the Olympic Peninsula of Washington and Vancouver Island in British 

Columbia.  The high points of some of its islands qualify as SOTA summits, and are accessible year-round.

12.1.3 Regional Notes 

Skagit County extends from the Salish Sea east of the San Juan Islands all the way east to the Cascade crest, including most of the South Unit of the 

North Cascades National Park.  The Region includes 178 SOTA summits, 22 of which qualify at above 2500 m elevation for 10 SOTA points.  The 

higher peaks south of Rainy Pass are included in Fred Beckey's second volume, Cascade Alpine Guide 2: Stevens Pass to Rainy Pass.  Those north of 

Rainy Pass appear in the third edition of his third volume, Cascade Alpine Guide 3: Rainy Pass to Fraser River.  Mount Buckner, also known as 

Buckner Mountain, is the highest in the Region.  Its twin summits, the Southwest Peak and the Northeast Peak, are almost identical in elevation, with 

minimal prominence between them, so either will qualify as the same SOTA summit.  This mixed snow and loose Skagit gneiss mountain is not very 

difficult technically, but a helmet, rope, crampons and ice axe are strongly advised.

13.1.1 Regional Notes 

Snohomish County extends from the saltwater industrial city of Everett next to the Salish Sea to Cascade crest wilderness areas north and south of 

Stevens Pass where US Highway 2 links western and eastern Washington.  Summits south of Stevens Pass are covered in the third edition of Fred 

Beckey's book, Cascade Alpine Guide 1: Columbia River to Stevens Pass.  Those to the north of Stevens pass are included in Fred Beckey's second 

volume, Cascade Alpine Guide 2: Stevens Pass to Rainy Pass.  The county includes 184 SOTA summits, topped by Glacier Peak, a mostly-hidden 

stratovolcano, whose namesake mantle of glaciers is rapidly receding.  Climbing this mountain is a true wilderness experience.  No roads lead nearby, 

but the Pacific Crest National Scenic Trail  describes a wide circuit around its base, giving access to numerous Glacier Peak climbing routes, as well as 

to many other wilderness summits.

15.1.1 Regional Notes 

Stevens County lies north of the Spokane River and mostly to the east of the Columbia River, where that mighty stream enters the county from British 

Columbia.  Sharing the continental climate of the rest of eastern Washington, cold winters and hot summers of Stevens County make the shoulder 

seasons the most favorable for backcountry travel.  Most of the 137 currently-designated SOTA summits are in the northern part of the county.  Ten of 

those south of latitude 48° North lie within the territory of the Spokane Tribe of Indians.  The Washington Association Manager has not been able to 

confirm from tribal officials whether these are open to the public or not.  For now, they are removed from the database, but their SOTA reference 

numbers are reserved in their normal elevation order so that they can be restored later if public access is confirmed.  The north/south-trending Selkirk 

Mountains dominate the county.  Most summits are within either the Colville National Forest or the Idaho Panhandle National Forests.  Near the 

British Columbia border the county is traversed by the Pacific Northwest National Scenic Trail, which eases access to a number of summits.  

Information about the higher summits is available in James P. Johnson's book 50 Hikes for Eastern Washington's Highest Mountains.  The summit area 

of the highest point in the county, Mt Abercrombie, is above timberline, so some means ot elevating an antenna needs to be carried by the activating

16.1.1 Regional Notes 

The Washington East SOTA region is by far the most extensive in the State of Washington, comprising Adams, Asotin, Benton, Columbia, Franklin, 

Garfield, Lincoln, Spokane, Walla Walla, and Whitman Counties.  Although the base elevation is relatively high, the 44 SOTA summits in the region 

don't rise extensively above the surrounding terrain.  Most are easy to moderate hikes.  Although the winters can get quite cold, these are generally 

hikeable in all seasons, although many people would prefer to travel further west during the peak of eastern Washington's summer heat.  Some of these 

summits are described in James P. Johnson's well-illustrated book 50 Hikes for Eastern Washington's Highest Mountains. The most scenic section is 

the Blue Mountains in the southeastern part of the state near the Oregon border, including the highest summit in the region, Oregon Butte, whose 

thinly-forested slopes sport lots of antenna-friendly branches.  There is nothing bad about Mount Horrible, the second-highest summit in the region, 

another ideal place for a family outing dressed up as a SOTA activation.

17.1.1 Regional Notes 

Whatcom County nestles along the British Columbia border from the Salish Sea to the Cascade crest, including most of the North Unit of the North 

Cascades National Park.  The higher mountains are documented in the third edition of Fred Beckey's third volume, Cascade Alpine Guide 3: Rainy 

Pass to Fraser River. W7-Whatcom WH Region includes 203 SOTA summits, 14 of which are above 2500 m elevation, qualifying them for 10 SOTA 

points.  Moist Pacific Ocean air masses have a clear shot across the southern lowland of Vancouver Island and the Salish Sea, striking the western 

slopes of the Cascade Range and producing orographic precipitation, often in the form of extremely heavy snowfall.  During the winter of 1998-1999, 

the Mount Baker Ski Area established a world record total of measured snowfall in one winter season which still stands at 28.96 meters.  Large resort 

buildings and a major chairlift were buried.  Only after more than a decade in the fall of 2010 did the ablation zones of glaciers in the area begin to 

show significant melting of that huge snowfall.  The highest summit in Whatcom County is Mount Baker, an active stratovolcano, and the fifth-highest 

SOTA summit in Washington State.  The number two summit in the W7-Whatcom WH Region is Mount Shuksan, a famously photogenic greenschist 

mountain with its pyramidal glacial horn summit whose images grace many a calendar and computer desktop.  Both mountains have wide scope for 

route variation, some highly technical.  They are richly documented by Fred Beckey.  Operating from the Mount Baker summit should be 

straightforward.  The summit of Mount Shuksan is tiny, making antenna deployment awkward.
